Two-parent TPR:  Even if this is a two (or more) parent termination, does 
evidence 
support termination as to each and every parent?  If not, final order
should 
contain 
findings to support single parent termination as to parent whose termination will 
likely be affirmed on appeal.  
Best Practice- Request the  court make findings under Section 39.811(6) as to each parent in all cases, if it can be supported by record/evidence.  See, A.G. v. Department of Children and Family Services, 2006 WL 197310 ,  Footnote 1 (Fla. 2d DCA, 2006).
